2. Click the “Main menu” button and on the drop dougt select “Open an
account” as in the picture below.

4. Fill in your personal details (Note PG Forum prégeour email address but
for those concerned use a spare but VALID emaitesidas PG Forum

requests registration confirmation via your emeddrss.

5. Press submit at the bottom of the form.

6. The site will notify you that a “registration confiation” email has been sent
to the given email address. It can take a whileH email to arrive so wait a

few hours at least before trying to register again.



7. When you receive the email (example below) be suodick on the link they
provide to activate your account.

8. After clicking on the link you should get the actape screen. If you get an
error make sure that the ENTIRE link given in yeurail is in the address bar
of your internet browser. If only part of the lirkkin your address bar fill in
the missing section by hand or by copy and paste.

Step 2: Downloading IGC track logs from your GPS
and uploading them to Leonardo

1. Install the program “Maxpunkte” it is freeware acettified virus-free. It can
be found at this link (or if the link is dead juUsbogle for it)

2. Once installed, connect your GPS, vario or datgeo@nd start the program.
3. Click “Download-flight-recorder” and choose the twhich matches yours.
4. Each selected unit brings up a slightly differeareen, just follow the

instructions in the white box. Be sure to seleetd¢hrrect com port. Here is the
screen that appears for Garmin.

5. Follow the instructions to download your track theass “Save IGC file”

6. On the screen that appears tick the correct tradkpaess “continue” then
“done”.



7. The screen below appears. Fill in your details {hvess “Save config”. This
ensures your details are stored and never have fitidad in again.
Select a destination folder and press “Save 1G£ fil

8. Your IGC file is now saved and ready for uploadiod®G Forum’s world
Leonardo server.

Your flight will be loadedto the database where
you can view it and compare it to other flights/our country, club, site etc.
